We have arranged an educational visit for your children to go to the Black Country Living Museum. The visit
will include the topics: House and Homes, Toys Past and Present, Transport Through Time, Victorian School
Room and Toy Handling.

Your child
must wear their full uniform and suitable footwear. They should also bring a hat and sun cream or
waterproof jacket depending on the weather. Children are entitled to free school meals and if you would like
to be provided with a packed lunch on this day, please indicate a choice of either cheese or ham sandwich on
your child’s ParentPay account, or provide your own if you do not wish to order a sandwich in the additional
information section on your child’s ParentPay account.

We are asking for a contribution of £21.60 per child towards the cost of this outing which includes
admission, Guides, Workshops, transport and insurance. Please refer to our Charging Policy for further
details.

Please log onto your child’s ParentPay account to enable you to make payment for this visit and give your
consent by Monday 7*" October 2024. Please be mindful that the return date will be strictly adhered to, to
enable the purchase of tickets, organisation of transport, staffing ratios and submission of risk assessments.
